CRIMINAL MISDEMEANOR COMPROMISE INSTRUCTIONS
WHAT IS A MISDEMEANOR COMPROMISE?

A misdemeanor compromise is an agreement between a defendant and a victim in which the victim recommends that misdemeanor charges involving the defendant be dismissed.

TYPES OF CASES THAT CAN BE DISMISSED PURSUANT TO A MISDEMEANOR COMPROMISE

Shoplifting, theft, criminal damage, leaving the scene of an accident, disorderly conduct, assault, trespass, threats, leash law offenses if there is a third-party complainant, and biting dog charges may be dismissed pursuant to a compromise; however, if the defendant is accused of an act involving assault or threatening and intimidation, the case will only be dismissed if the prosecutor also recommends dismissal.  The prosecutor will look to the severity of the crime in determining whether to withhold the recommendation.

TYPES OF CASES THAT CANNOT BE DISMISSED PURSUANT TO A MISDEMEANOR COMPROMISE.

Any case involving DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, DUI, or an assault upon a police officer during the execution of his/her duties cannot be dismissed pursuant to a compromise.
PROCEDURE FOR OBTAINING A DISMISSAL PURSUANT TO A MISDEMEANOR COMPROMISE.

1. Determine whether the victim is willing to enter into a misdemeanor compromise.  In most instances, you may contact the victim directly; however, please be aware of any orders from the Court prohibiting you from having contact with the victim and/or from returning to the location where the incident occurred.  You may need to have a neutral third party contact the victim for you.  If you have any questions about whether you may contact the victim directly, please call the Town Prosecutor’s Office at (520) 382-1900.  Be aware that a victim’s decision to enter into a compromise is strictly voluntary; the victim may refuse to sign the form for any reason or for no reason at all.
2. If you have determined that the victim is willing to discuss a misdemeanor compromise, arrange to compensate the victim to the victim’s satisfaction.  This may mean compensating the victim for his/her economic loss, either directly or through your insurance company.  It is also possible that the victim may not have any economic loss.  Again, the victim is not required to sign any agreement, even if you have paid for his/her damages—the decision to sign the compromise is strictly voluntary.

3. Print or type your name in the first box on the form above the word “DEFENDANT.”  In the next box, print or type the docket number of the case.  (Docket numbers start with the letters CR or TR and are followed by eight numbers; if you do not know the docket number, call the Court at (520) 382-2700 to get it.)  In the next box, print or type the citation number; this is the number in the upper left corner of the citation that was given to you by the police officer at the time the offense occurred.  Failure to include any of this information may delay processing of the form.  Present the misdemeanor compromise form to the victim and ask the victim to sign the form, if satisfied.  The victim’s signature must be notarized.  A notary public is available at most banks.
4. Submit the signed and notarized form to the Town Prosecutor’s Office, located at 11555 W. Civic Center Drive, Bldg. A3, Marana, AZ  85653-7006, at least one week prior to your next Court date, or bring the form with you to your next Court date and present it to the prosecutor then.
5. The Town Prosecutor will submit a dismissal motion to the Court.  The case is dismissed as soon as the Magistrate signs the dismissal order.  If you have not received a copy of the dismissal order signed by the Magistrate, the case has not yet been dismissed and it is still your responsibility to come to your next Court date.  If you have any questions about whether you need to appear in Court, call the Town Prosecutor’s Office (520) 382-1900 or the Marana Municipal Court, (520) 382-2700.
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
